Smt. Shyni D.S, Lecturer in Environmental Sciences, All Saints’ College Trivandrum presented a paper on Bio-Gas Technology. In her talk, she gave details about the installation and working of Bio-Gas plants. The Biogas plant and wind mill for pumping water, installed at All Saints’ College by ANERT were explained to participants as examples. Most of the participants interestingly involved in discussions. Biogas plant is one of the most important options for waste management, she concluded.
